
• After checking in with the Harbormaster 
please register your yacht with the front desk 
in the Main Clubhouse.  At that time you will 
receive a guest card for your use during your 
stay at NYCC.  You will also set up your 
method of payment.  Your dockage, meals and 
other charges can be billed to a credit card or 
be billed back to an eligible reciprocal club.  

 

• As a visiting yachter, the restaurant facilities of 
NYCC and the first floor of the Fitness Cen-
ter, including the outdoor pool,  are yours to 
enjoy free of additional charge.  Please use 
your guest card to gain entrance to the out-
door pools and to charge your meals to your 
credit card or reciprocal club. 

 

• You may request an additional guest card for 
use of the Fitness Facility or Tennis Courts at 
the front desk of each facility.  There is an 
added charge for use of these facilities. 

 

• We do not accept cash. 
 

• Dining rooms are closed on Mondays.   
 

• The Snack Bar in the Fitness Facility is open 
seven days a week in the summer. 

 

• Pets are not permitted in the Club buildings at 
any time and must be leashed while on Club 
property.

The Dock House is located between Pier A & Pier 
B. The telephone extension is #130, or cell phone 
(757 286-1752. Our Harbor Master, Dino Kunic 
and his Assistant Barry Nasch are very helpful fel-
lows. You can find them either in their Dock 
House office or out on the piers. 
 
The “Dock House Committee and Friends” re-
cently updated the oldest building on campus and 
turned it into a cozy and charming place. There is a 
small lounge facing the water. You can help your-
self to a cup of coffee practically any time of the 
day. A single shower and bathroom is available 
24/7. At night, access to the Dock House is 
through a side door on the east side of the build-
ing. 
 
Several bulletin boards are in the kitchen area with 
information that you may find useful. A Master 
Book with additional information is kept in the 
Dock House on the Telephone Table. 

 

The Marina   
 

The Marina has 30 and 50 amp electricity as well as 
city water available adjacent to all slips.  
 
Pump out and refueling (unleaded and diesel) facili-
ties are available at the end of pier A. The pump 
out facilities are free for any visiting yachter and 
fuel will be charged to your account. Please con-
tact the Harbor Master if you would like to use 
these facilities.

Located on two stories of  the 50, 000 square foot 
clubhouse, dining features include a formal Main 
Dining Room, casual Grill Room and Deck restau-
rant for relaxed family dining.  Reservations are 
required for dining. The Front Desk will make your 
reservations.
